While there we visited Cora friends, Don made needed solar system repairs and we were able to pass on some warm clothes to Cora friends. It was a very special time introducing Bev’s mother to our Cora friends for the first time.
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Today Don travels to Tepic with plans to fly on up to Santa Teresa tomorrow to work with our co-translator Servando and other dedicated missionaries. This weekend he plans to assist with the 4th annual, three day Christian outreach for the extended Cora community. This will be a very special event for which we are excited he can attend. He is taking the Santa Teresa Cora gospel of Luke printed on computer paper and stories written by native authors in their language.  He is also taking the newly published Transition Primer designed for Coras who read and write Spanish so they can learn to read and write Santa Teresa Cora. 

As for other family news, we are excited and very blessed to announce plans of the marriage ceremony that will be held here in Manzanillo in January for our oldest daughter, Diana, to Keith Little of Kansas City. We appreciate your prayers and support for them as they begin their lives together.
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Please pray for Don’s safe travel on this trip, and that that God would accomplish all and more than what we can think to ask. Please pray for Bev as she stays home with Maria and Elizabeth, and as she begins preparations for Diana and Keith’s wedding celebration. We also ask for continued prayers for our ministry in general, our health, finances, and for Josh, Rachel and Diana as study so far from home.
